String Quilts for Brigid Collins Family Support Center
Supplies:

1. Each team has been given a supply of strips of various widths and lengths
2. You also have one piece of theme fabric sufficient to make alternating blocks and possibly borders

3.   Additional strips, larger pieces for stoppers and borders are available on the Community Service table 

Sewers:

1. Sew strings into seven inch wide strip sets

2. Sew blocks together in six rows of five blocks each
3. Sew rows together

4. If time permits, sew on stoppers and borders
Pressers
     1.  Supply strings to sewer
2. Press seams of strip sets in one direction
3. Press seams of rows of blocks toward theme block
Cutters:

     1.  Cut 15 – 6-1/2 square blocks from the piece of theme fabric 

     2.  Cut strip sets into 6-1/2” squares for a total of 15 squares
     3.  Cut  1-1/2” strips for stopper
     3.  Cut 4-1/2” strips for borders
Designers:

1. When presser is ironing a strip set, supply strings to sewer

2. If not enough fabric for borders supplied, then go to Community Service table to pick fabric for borders and also select fabric for a stopper
3. Arrange string squares and theme squares in six rows of five blocks each,  alternating a string square with a theme square
