
 
 
Cut Fabric Make 4 Bi-colored squares from the 

moon and background fabric, trim to 1 
¼ “  square. 

Background: 
(2) 2” squares 
(1) 1 ¼” square 
(1) 1 ¼” x 2 ¾” rectangle 
(1) 2 ¾” x 2” rectangle 
(2) 1 ¼” x 4 ¼” rectangles 

Match together (1) 2” background square 
and (1) 2” moon square, right sides 
together. 

Moon Fabric: 
(2) 2” squares 
(1) 1 ¼” square 
Name Fabric: 
(1) 1 ¼” x 4 ¼” rectangle 

Draw a diagonal line down the center of 
the wrong side of the lightest piece.  Stitch 
¼” away from your line through both 
fabrics, on each side of the line.  Cut apart 
on drawn line.  Iron open and trim to 1 ¼”.  
Repeat and you should have 4 bi-colored 
squares. 

·  Assemble block as shown in the following diagrams. 
·  After block is pieced, cut backing and thin batting a little bigger than the finished 

size of your top piece. 
·  Baste batting to wrong side of backing 
·  Put right side of top to right side of backing 
·  Sew around, leaving an opening to turn. 
·  Turn to right side, whipstitch opening closed, attach pin.
